When a facility conducts activities
that has the potential to emit air
pollutants, an air permit or regis-
tration is typically required. In
most cases, this authorization is
required prior to construction or
operation of the air pollution
sources. The permit type applica-
ble to a facility is based on the
amount of air pollutants emitted.
Some common facility types likely
to need an air permit include fuel
combustion, surface coating,
mineral mining and processing,
chemical manufacturing and use,
woodworking and metallurgy.

Actual
emissions up to 25 tons is a flat fee of $150. Sources that emit 25 tons or greater receive a fee on a per ton basis.
