The Kentucky Energy and Environment Cabinet (Cabinet), Division of Waste Management (KDWM) has reached a tentative decision to approve a Corrective Measures Study (CMS) for Custom Resins Inc. (Custom Resins).  The facility is located at 1421 Highway 136 West, Henderson, Henderson County, Kentucky, 42420.  The facility’s project contact is Mr. Herb Rawlings and he may be reached at (270) 826-7641.  The KDWM project manager is Catherine S. Garrison, who may be reached at (502) 782-6364.
Why does Custom Resins Inc. need a Corrective Measures Study?  
The purpose of the Corrective Measures Study (CMS) is to outline the steps Custom Resins Inc. (Custom Resins) will take to ensure that the potential for future complete exposure pathways from humans and other ecological receptors to soil are minimized. There are no groundwater issues for the site.  The CMS is accompanied by a Site Management Plan which serves to ensure that protective measures for ecological and human receptors are maintained.  The Site Management Plan includes an Environmental Covenant which will be attached to the deed for the site and describes the environmental conditions of the site and any future management and inspection activities that might be required of the facility. The Environmental Covenant will restrict the future use of soil in the impacted areas.  Following final approval of the CMS, Custom Resins will construct the remedies selected.  Once completed, the facility will submit a Corrective Measure Completion Report which will provide detailed descriptions of all remedial activities performed.

What will the Cabinet do with the comments they receive?

The Cabinet will consider all comments, received by the close of the public comment period on July 18, 2019, in making a final decision. Anyone submitting comments will be mailed a “response to public comments” document specifying any changes made or not made (with reasons why) as a result of the comment(s) submitted. 
Any person who may be aggrieved by the final decision to accept this post-closure renewal approval may file a petition with the Cabinet a petition that sets forth the grounds of the objection and demands a hearing pursuant to KRS 224.10-420(2).
