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March 22-28, 2020, marks the 22nd anniversary of Commonwealth Cleanup Week.  Commonwealth Cleanup Week is an annual week-long event implemented by the Energy and Environment Cabinet (EEC) and also kicks off the Great American Cleanup, a National event that spans from March to June, with both events serving as a lead in to Earth Day activities in April. Its purpose is to provide Kentucky communities with an opportunity to “spring clean,” recycle and promote personal responsibility across the Commonwealth.
