All participating projects funded through the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act’s (ARRA) Kentucky Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant (EECBG) or State Energy Program (SEP) are required to provide a waste management plan as part of their award agreement. This requirement is one of several measures that allows the applicant to be categorically excluded from Federal National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) review of certain sub-grants.
This waste management plan will describe the grant recipient’s plan to dispose of any sanitary or hazardous waste (e.g., construction and demolition debris, old light bulbs, lead paint, lead ballasts, piping, roofing material, discarded equipment, debris, and asbestos) generated as a result of the proposed Project.  

All subcontractors are required to identify, maintain proper control of, and provide documentation for the disposition of materials described in this plan. The goal for this project is to ensure that all waste material generated will be recycled, re-used, or otherwise diverted from direct landfill disposal.  Each subcontractor is required to follow this plan for the proper handing, disposal and disposition of the waste generated by the subcontractor’s activity.  

Be advised that any project that disturbs existing structures, especially older ones, may generate waste that has the potential to harm the environment or human health and safety.  Any project involving such disturbance should be sure to take proper precautions, and secure all permits and certifications for safe handling and disposal.  Some materials may require accredited or permitted contractors for handling.
Asbestos that will be affected by this activity must be removed by a Kentucky accredited contractor before renovation or demolition begins.  Written notification must be given on form DEP 7036 to the Division for Air Quality, Regional Office at least 10 weekdays prior the start of demolitions, whether or not asbestos has been identified to be present. In addition to proper disposal of waste materials that cannot be recycled, grant recipients shall demonstrate how the project will adhere to the principles of “reduce, reuse, and recycle” where reasonably possible.  In addition to the data required below, grant recipients are required to provide a narrative description for how the project will:  

· Reduce the need for new building materials by using surplus materials where reasonably possible.  

· Reuse by finding a second, third, or further use for materials taken out of service to prolong their life.  

· Recycle by using materials at the end of their useful life for a different use or purpose.  Further information is available at, for example, the Recycling and Local Assistance (RLA) Branch at the Kentucky Department for Environmental Protection, Division of Waste Management, at 502-564-6716; from the Recycling Information Database at earth911.com at http://search.earth911.com/; and from the Kentucky Pollution Prevention Center at https://louisville.edu/kppc/.   

Also, the project should comply with any local requirements or ordinances.  Contact the appropriate county Solid Waste Coordinator (SWC) for further information (find a statewide list of SWC’s at http://www.waste.ky.gov/branches/rla).
